On July 10th, with a couple
of Executive Board members looking on, | signed a contract to purchase
a 1.27 acre tract of land that is located in the middle of all three truck
stops on this exit (#201 on I-75)! It couldn’t be any more centrally
located, and the whole tract is paved! Blue Beacon had bought it a few
years ago for possible expansion, but decided to sell it instead. It was
on the market for $250,000, but they accepted our offer of $190,000 for
the land. We are in the process of raising that amount, plus the cost of
phase one of the building program. At present | am getting quotes on
buildings, looking at either “stick built” or a metal building with a brick
front. And there will be other buildings sometime in the future because
God is expanding the vision of the ministry through the Board members.
Please pray with me that God will provide the entire amount so that
we don’t need a long-term mortgage. March of 2009 will be the 28th
anniversary of Truckstop Ministries, Inc., and I'm trusting God that we
will be in our new building, totally debt free.

Will you be a part of this new blessing from God? If you want to
contribute toward the building program, please make note on the check
accordingly, butifyou are a regular supporter, please don't change that
as we depend on the regular support for the monthly expenses to be
paid.

Also, because of this project (as well as the price of gas), we are
postponing the reunion that is normally held in September. We
will reschedule it for March of 2009 , to be held in conjunction with
